1. Call to Order/Roll Call

Chairman Burns called the meeting to order in regular session at 4:00 p.m. with the following staff present: Executive Officer Darren McElfresh and Recording Secretary Karen Phillips.  The audience included Miss Micheletti, alternate public member Howard Block and Richard Miles.
2. Consideration/Approval of Minutes

A.  September 26, 2005

The record was corrected to reflect the listing and requested approval of the minutes of the October 24, 2005 meeting.
On a motion by Commissioner Micheletti, seconded by Commissioner McNamer, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Sampels absent, the Commission approved and adopted the minutes of October 24, 2005 meeting as presented.

3. Regular Business
A. INITIAL REVIEW OF CRESCENT FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT MUNICIPAL SERVICE REVIEW
i. Discussion or action

The commission held the initial review of the Crescent Fire Protection District MSR as required under the 20-day review period.  There has been a recent change in the fire chief at the district.  Fire chief John McFarland retired and the district now shares a fire chief, Steve Wakefield, with the City of Crescent City.  Some information necessary to the MSR is being researched and the current district staff are working with the Executive Officer to achieve this.    The recent measure for an additional assessment failed due to several complications and has not been brought back by the district.  Commissioners asked if there were any specific issues that were of note in the MSR.  The Executive Officer indicated that the age of some district equipment would be an issue in coming years.  Commissioners discussed the fact that no candidates ran for the district board (Page 20) during the last election, which required the Board of Supervisors fill the seats.  After discussion, the draft Crescent Fire Protection District MSR was taken under submission and will return on the next regular agenda for adoption or further action as necessary.
Richard Miles commented on the MSR and the fact that both the city fire and Crescent Fire Protection District respond to “assist calls” for the ambulance companies.  However, neither the district nor the city fire departments are reimbursed for these calls.  He indicated that this is costing both departments and he feels that they should be reimbursed for the calls by the private ambulance companies.

4. Reports

A. Staff – The Executive Officer will provide a report of current projects and issues of interest to the Commission.

The following matters were included in the report from the executive officer: 1) insurance quotes given at the last meeting included elected officials and the public members of the commission. Discussion was held regarding the premiums and coverage amounts and whether or not there was any current liability insurance coverage for the members.  Executive Officer McElfresh indicated that this matter needed action prior to the next meeting and arose subsequent to the posting of the agenda.
On a motion by Commissioner McNamer, seconded by Commissioner Scavuzzo, and unanimously carried, with Commissioner Sampels absent, the Commission made the finding that the matter of liability insurance coverage purchase arose subsequent to the posting of the agenda and was of sufficient urgency to require action prior to the next regular meeting.

On a motion by Commissioner Scavuzzo, seconded by Commissioner McNamer, and unanimously carried on a polled vote, with Commissioner Sampels absent, the Commission approved and authorized the Executive Officer to purchase liability insurance coverage for the commissioners in the amount of $2 million dollars for the annual premium $2,016.44.

Alternate public member Block indicated that the $2 million policy would have been his recommendation.  
B. Commission - On their own initiative, Commission members may make brief announcements or brief reports on their own activities.  They may ask questions for clarification, make a referral to staff or take action to have staff place a matter of business on a future agenda pursuant to Government Code section 54954.2 (a).

The following commissioners made comments: Commissioner Micheletti asked when his term on the commission ended and has asked staff to check on this matter to make sure he is still within his term.  The issue of terms will be addressed at the next meeting. 
Discussion was held regarding the adoption, or lack thereof, of MSR’s in other counties and their lack of cooperation with legislation.  The executive officer indicated that some county LAFCO agencies might find themselves in trouble for not getting them completed within the new timeframe.
C. Public - Public comment on items of interest to the public within the subject matter jurisdiction of the Local Agency Formation Commission, and not otherwise appearing on the agenda.  No action may be taken on any item not appearing on the agenda.

The following public comments were made: Richard Miles asked about the status of the review of the Pacific Shores matter.  According to the executive officer, it appears that Pacific Shores Property Owners Association lost their federal case and will be appearing before the Local Agency Formation Commission later to address issues surrounding their MSR.
5. Adjournment

After discussion regarding the holidays, the consensus of the members present was to cancel the regular meeting of December 26, 2005 and hold the next regular session on January 23, 2006.  There being no further business to come before the commission, Chairman Burns adjourned the meeting at 4:30 p.m. until January 23, 2006 or earlier, if necessary.
